Vancouver Band Opens New Chapter With Orchestral Pop Epic

On their sophomore release, Raised by Wolves, Vancouver-Based indie band 41st and Home combines blaring horns, shimmering guitars, tight harmonies, and new outlooks

VANCOUVER, B.C., June 7, 2011- After three years of touring, recording, playing shows to packed hometown audiences, and sharing the stage with acts the likes of Shad, Aidan Knight, Said the Whale, and We Are the City, 41st and Home is excited to announce the upcoming release of their second album, Raised by Wolves, available July 12th. 
Building on the momentum of their last record, Left in Places, released in spring 2010, and drawing on their experiences as top 20 finalists in the 2010 Peak Performance Project, the five-piece, made up of Thom Kolb, Garth Covernton, George Knuff, Sejal Lal, and Patrick Fiore, were anxious to head back into the studio to explore new territories. This time, however, they brought the experience home, producing the record themselves in their garage practice space. “Left in Places took us over a year to pull together. This time around, we basically shut ourselves into Garth’s garage for a month and buried ourselves in the project,” says lead vocalist and guitarist Thom Kolb. “We wanted to create something richer, larger, more ambitious.”

It seems that this is just what they have done. Drawing comparisons to acts the likes of Arcade Fire, The National, and Broken Social Scene, this young ensemble’s sound is bursting with dense orchestration. Rich organ and harmonium lines mingle with driving guitar riffs, rollicking percussion, elegant string arrangements, and bold trumpet, french horn, and cello textures to create a sound scape as exciting as it is contemplative; it’s the kind of record where you find as much beauty wading through the smallest details as when you sit back and let it wash over you. 

“The arrangements on this record are much tighter. We were very meticulous about every component of this album,” says the band’s bassist and producer George Knuff. “We’re thrilled with the results. We’ve very proud of this record, and we think the attention to detail shows.” It should come as little surprise, then, that Beatroute has praised the band’s “immeasurable maturity” (Clinton Hallahan) and their innate ability to craft “slow-burning ballads that build to heart-pulsing cinematic crescendos” (Alex Hudson).  

The seven-track album, filled with sprawling stadium anthems and intimate ballads, points to the exciting future in store for this young band. Upcoming plans include a tour of Western Canada beginning in late July, and once again participating in the Peak Performance Project Top 20, which will see the band working with some of the industry’s top producers, managers, and promoters as they compete with other local acts for a top prize of $100,500 in artist development money. 

“We can’t wait to get this release out and start living and sharing what we’ve been working so hard on in the studio” says Kolb. “Between touring, recording, and being a part of the Peak Performance Project, we really feel we’re getting a huge opportunity to grow as a band, as artists and as performers.”
